 8)  County Councillor’s Report
             GH reported that PCC was undergoing a major reorganization under 

             which a lot more services would be”bought in” leading to significant 

             redundancies amongst the existing workforce. Savings of around £0.75M 

             were anticipated.

             Cuts would be made across the board but Montgomeryshire had emerged 

             virtually unscathed.It was also noted that PCC had set aide £3M for 

             fighting future wind farm applications.   
 9)  AOB 
EH  drew attention to the continuing problem of parking outside the Harp 

and it was agreed that this matter should be raised with Tony Caine 

during his site visit.The Clerk was also requested to invite the Police 

to the next meeting of the Council so that the matter could be aired with    MH
them

CH drew attention to the cars that were parked on the grassy area adjacent  

to the Village Hall and asked whether anything could be done abut it as 

they represented a bit of an eyesore.RJ explained that the matter had been 

investigated by the Council several years ago but that it had proved very difficult to   establish ownership of the land. However GH agreed to          GH
raise thee matter with the Highways Authority. 

DP had received an approach from Glasbury Arts who were seeking to 

raise £2,500 to meet the  cost of an exhibition later in the year.It was felt

the Glasbury Arts made a very real contribution to the Community and 

that a grant of £750.00 would be appropriate.

EH reported that the footbridge at Three Cocks was in a very poor state of repair and GH undertook to raise the matter with PCC.                                  GH    
DP handed the Clerk a draft job description and requested that he let the Council have his comments by the time of the next meeting                          MH
   AJ felt that the Council’s website needed to be revamped and suggested that     

   some additional photographs wouldn’t go amiss.He had spoken to Nic 

   Carter-Jones who had agreed to make some minor improvements to the site.  
It was noted that the PCC of  St Peters Church had sought to seek the 

Council’s support for the construction of a  a lay-by on the opposite side 
of the road  to the existing lay-by serving the Church although no letter to 

that effect had been received. The practicability of creating such an extra 

lay-by was doubted because of the nature of the site and the cost. .

AJ reminded the Clerk that the Council wished all their records to be 

stored on a separate memory stick.
The Clerk reported that Moira Bridges had tendered her resignation due to 

the ill health of her husband who had a degenerative disease. The Clerk was asked to write to her expressing the Council’s sympathy and thanking her
