DE had spoken to residents near Twin Oaks, Glasbury regarding the streetlight on the crossroads and it was agreed that no-one wished this light to remain on.  DE has passed this information to JE for action by PCC.  With regard to the light in Twin Oaks, there was only one resident who wished this light to remain on.  It was noted that this light is of the pre-LED type and so it was suggested that when it is upgraded to a LED type, that this be with the lower intensity and also with a shade, to reduce the nuisance being caused to other residents.

P/2017/0782 Full: Conversion of part of ground floor and loft space of existing detached garage into a self-contained holiday let at Uluru Glasbury-on-Wye
Subject to confirmation that the site notice had been erected, there was no comment on this application.

P/2017/0236 - Outline: Erection of 18 dwellings and associated works (with some matters reserved) and demolition of Tramroad Cottage and former Glasbury School at Land at Former Glasbury School & Tramroad Cottages Glasbury
AJ confirmed that he’d had e-mail communication on this application with PCC but this was merely to establish and clarify the current position.  He then declared an interest and left the meeting.  EH took the Chair.

The meeting viewed the additional plans that had been submitted by the developer, particularly those relating to the access points.  It was felt that the alterations did not satisfy the concerns of the Community Council regarding safe access and egress of the sites, particularly for larger vehicles.  DE proposed the continued objection to the development, particularly on highway grounds and this was seconded by DP.  DE suggested it might be worth speaking to Highways prior to the application going forward for determination; JE undertook to contact the relevant officers to see if a site meeting could be arranged.

County Councillors Report 
JE reported that following a meeting with Jo Lancey regarding speeding in Felindre, she was exploring installing rumble strips and signage to reduce speeds.  Also that a gate onto a local right of way had been repaired and that PCC is re-examining the possibly of using the field for housing.  In Glasbury he had worked with a resident to get a disabled parking bay installed and in Three Cocks, members of the Cabinet had visited Gwernyfed High School where they were very impressed with the attitude of the staff and their management of the school.  The provision of a new car for the Chairman of the Council had resulted in a lot of questions and this in turn has prompted a review of the various positions within the Authority.  JE also reported that the budget was £4million in deficit and that the level of council tax would have to be reviewed and he would welcome feedback on this matter.
