Planning Matters
P/2017/1177 for Outline: Erection of 4 no. detached dwellings (all matters reserved) at Land opposite Nant-Y-Felin, Three Cocks Glasbury Powys
This application was discussed and it was felt that concerns over the capacity of the sewage system, the additional risk to local flooding that already occurs on the adjacent highway, and a note that there is no affordable housing within the development, should be raised.
P/2017/1246 for Full: Change of use of part of enclosure 3771 from touring caravans for holiday and storage purposes to siting of 6 no. static caravans for holiday purposes at Land at Mill Caravan Park, Three Cocks Brecon Powys
This application was discussed and it was felt that concerns over the capacity of the sewage system should be raised.

P/2017/1282 for Advertisement consent: Display of various illuminated and non-illuminated signs at Likes Land Rover Javel Industrial Estate Three Cocks, Brecon

This application was discussed and it was felt that a concern regarding the level of illumination be raised, given this site is directly opposite a residential area.  AJ suggested that dark skies in the local area should be a future agenda item.

AJ noted that there is to be a Welsh Language stream in one of the Gwernyfed primary schools and raised the potential that this could draw pupils away from Gwernyfed to either Brecon or Builth for secondary education.  JE suggested it would be worth considering a joint response with other local Community and Town Councils.  AJ suggested that this be discussed further in January.

County Councillors Report 
JE reported on the work of the Authority which included an update on the Gwernyfed primary schools which are on time and under budget; the recent report into Children’s Services and the recovery plan; the absence of the Chief Executive and consequent management arrangements; another review for waste route optimisation; appeals for foster parents in county; budget pressure with a current shortfall for 2018/19 of £13million; possible council tax rise of 4.75%; the launch of the apprenticeship scheme and also the investigation into possible development of the Pound Field in Felindre.  He also requested information on minor roads that require repairs, as there is some capital money available, and that he has been approached by the community regarding speeding in Glasbury, particularly considering the recent accident.  It was agreed to contact Jo Lancey and ask if there are any plans for this highway following this most recent accident.
