CH reported that the Lions are considering putting a fund aside for students to assist with the purchase of books and uniform etc.  The Clerk reported that schools receive funding per pupil that receives free school meals (Pupil Deprivation Grant).  In Gwernyfed there are 18 pupils who claim free school meals, which is probably less than the amount that could claim.  A discussion was held on how pupils would be identified to receive funding in a way that would be transparent and equitable.  MB commented that families access the Brecon Food Bank by way of vouchers that are distributed by certain agencies, and this could be a way of identifying pupils in need of support.  GD queried whether the school uses the grant they receive and it was agreed that AJ should discuss this further with the school.
